SALT DOUGH DECURATIONS

Why not make a heart decoration for your home this
December? Spending time with your child doing an activity
is one of the best ways to show love!!

Mix 2 cups of flour,1 cup of salt and up to 1 cup of water. Add the water
gradually so the dough doesn’t get too sticky. Roll out the dough to about 5mm
thick and then either use a cookie cutter or a knife to make a heart shape. Use a
skewer to make a hole for thread. Bake in the oven at 100°C for 3-4 hours,
turning 2-3 times and leave to cool. Decorate with paint or glitter!
